Getting to Know Me
(A What is the farthest away from home you’ve ever been?

(A What is the strangest thing you’ve ever eaten? Did you know what it was when you ate it? How did that turn
out?

Into the Bible
(1 What one thing stood out to you in this week’s sermon as something important to understand and apply?

1 Do a little background study on Barnabas. Read Acts 4:36-37; 9:26-28; 13:13; 14:8-28; 15:36-41. What kind
of a guy was Barnabas? What were his ministry gifts? What role did he serve on the team in the 1%
Missionary Journey? What were his priorities?

(A This passage picks up the story of the spread of the gospel outside Israel, which we last heard about in Acts
8:4. Scholars believe that 6-8 years elapsed between the stoning of Stephen (circa 35 A.D.) and the ministry
in Antioch (circa 41 A.D. in the reign of Claudius, see v. 28). Skim Acts 8:4-11:18 quickly. What major
events in the development of the church happened during these years? Why are these events important
background to our passage?

(1 Read Eph. 4:11-16. What gifted roles does Paul list in the church? Does Paul think that the ministry of the
church should be done mostly by these “professionals”? Why or why not? What does Paul say is the role of
these gifted leaders? What is the role of “the saints”?

Application
(A Who would you rather have as a pastor, Paul or Barnabas? Why?

(A What are your spiritual gifts? Who does God want to evangelize your oikos (extended household), regardless
of your gifts?
